IPPC’s ePhyto Solution

What IPPC provides

A central server (Hub): to facilitate the transfer of electronic phytosanitary certificates between
National Plant Protection Organisations (NPPOs), either from and to their own national electronic
system or by using the generic system described below.

A Generic ePhyto National System (GeNS): a web-based system that can produce and receive ePhytos,

to allow countries that do not have a national electronic system to produce, send and receive ePhytos.

Provides harmonization:

The structure and transmission of ePhytos will follow a harmonized format through standardized
mapping, codes and lists.

Although the ePhyto has the potential to link with the World Customs Organization “Single Window”
initiative, currently there is no easy path from the hub concept to a National Single Window.

Key findings summarised

Significant legislative reform is not necessary for adoption of ePhytos instead of
paper phytosanitary certificates;

Mutual recognition agreements are not necessary among IPPC members trading
together

More important is whether issued phytosanitary certificates have validity for
exchange of phytosanitary information

Turkmenistan as the only CAREC country not to be IPPC member, has appropriate
legislation adopting phytosanitary certificates according to the IPPC. Afghanistan
and Pakistan lack basic phytosanitary primary legislation, but Afghanistan
apparently has the legal basis for exchange of e-phytos;

The status of procedural and technological measures varied greatly across the 11
CAREC countries, with some countries in more need of technical assistanceto
implement ePhytos than others. Peoples’ Republic of China is the most advanced
CAREC member in this respect.

Import and export of plants and plant products requiring phytosanitary certificates
has been facilitated to a great extent, particularly duringthe COVID-19 pandemic

Limitationsand challenges

UZB’s ePhyto were recognised in the Presidential Decree of 13 October 2020 on Plant
Quarantine but a Regulation governing their use is awaited

The challenges presented by integration with the Uzbek Customs Single Window are
recognised

The ePhyto is not used for trade with members of the Eurasian Economic Union, using

a separate system and requiring bilateral agreements, nor with Peoples Republic of
China
