| would like to extend to a special thanks to our colleagues in the PRC Ministry of
Commerce for initiating today’s program on “Policy and Management Mechanisms for
Economic Development Areas”, and to the Xinjiang authorities for your generosity in

hosting this event.

As you may be aware, CAREC is a regional economic cooperation program involving 8
countries: Afghanistan, Azerbaijan, China, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Mongolia,
Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan; and six Multilateral Institutions: the Asian Development
Bank, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, International Monetary
Fund, Islamic Development Bank, United Nations Development Programme, and the

World Bank. The Asian Development Bank is the Program’s secretariat.

Ladies and Gentlemen, the rationale for cooperation among the countries of Central
Asia is clear. Small populations, vast distances to markets, and land locked
geographies make cooperation a necessity for strengthening economies and improving

standards of living.



With proximity to rapidly growing markets like PRC, India and Russia — all of which have
huge needs for energy — and with greater transit access to the sea through Afghanistan,
the region is well poised to reap the benefits of its strategic location.

While much has been accomplished in recent years, much remains to be done. The
business environment has improved, but it is still far from perfect. Truckers and traders
face closed roads and border restrictions on a daily basis. Small business owners are
struggling to stay competitive in new market economies. Something as simple as
obtaining a tourist visa is time consuming and expensive. Farmers and villagers urgently
need solutions to disputes that restrict the flow of water and energy across national
boundaries. These issues must be dealt with if the region as a whole, its countries and
its people are to capture the opportunities at hand.

Accelerating cooperation will surely bring impressive results. We in CAREC believe that
if the global economic environment remains favorable, and if Central Asian countries
press ahead with economic reforms and regional economic cooperation, per capita
incomes could double by 2015. While commodity exports, especially oil and gas exports,
will be a primary driver of growth, manufactured exports of some countries will also
increase strongly. As a result, poverty could fall from more than 40% today, to 25% or
less within 10 years. This would indeed be a major achievement.

The question for all of us, then, is how to realize these gains? First and foremost, a
shared vision for the region is a fundamental necessity for sustaining and accelerating
progress. We in CAREC believe that through coordinated action, Central Asia can again
become the strategic crossroads for trade, linking PRC, Russia, Europe, India and the
Middle East — a region of increased prosperity and well managed, sustainable
resources, with good livelihoods and a sense of security and well-being available to all.

The CAREC partnership may be new but it has already made some important
achievements. The development of trade and customs infrastructure, and
related agreements, is progressing. Major road works are ongoing. The South



Transport Corridor project, which recently got underway, will ultimately connect
southern Russia and western China, through Central Asia and Afghanistan, to
ports on the Persian Gulf. In addition, through the CAREC program, the
multilateral institutions invest substantial resources in this region. | am pleased to
inform you that the Multilateral Institutions plan to provide in excess of $3 billion
for over 40 projects over the next 3 years.

As part of the 2007 CAREC Program, strategies are under development for transport,
trade, and energy. Multi-modal east-west and north-south corridors are being identified
and will be discussed by CAREC senior officials next month in Manila. These are to be
followed by the identification of supporting logistics systems, transport, energy and trade
infrastructure, and economic development zones to maximize the potential of trade and

investment opportunities across the region.

Programs, such as today’s, are important not only for learning but also the sharing of
knowledge and information related to economic development and regional cooperation.
The topic of economic development areas is vast and has a number of names and
purposes around the world, such as free trade zones, special economic development
zones, export processing zones, free production zones. Over the past 40 years, their
number has increased rapidly and now there are more than 5,000 located around the

world — including many here in China -- employing more than 43 million workers.

Economic development zones provide many benefits to a country, allowing the
administration to concentrate economic development into an area, allowing the red tape
to be broken in a controlled and organized way. Of course liberalized trade is the
objective of all countries but in the shorter term where this is not always possible,
economic development zones can play a special and important role for a country in both
attracting foreign direct investment, collecting foreign currencies, and providing

employment.
